Saskatchewan has released his third CD entitled, What It Takes in 2006. Donny was born to be a country music artist, who began playing fiddle at the age of 15 and was playing professionally at age 19. Besides the fiddle, he mastered the mandolin, acoustic and electric guitars and the unique double-neck mando-caster/electric guitar. He has become an unbelievable singer/songwriter as well. His talents are so exceptional, that he was picked up by Nashville's Neal McCoy and played fiddle with Neal's band for 12 years, performing hundreds of shows opening for stars such as, Merle Hagggard, Tim McGraw, Faith Hill, Buck Owens, George Jones, Charlie Pride, Garth Brooks, just to name a few. 

He began his solo career in 2003. He has won from 2003-2006, 7 Saskatchewan Country Music Awards and in 2007 he won 5 awards out of 10 record breaking nominations and won Producer of the year in 2006 at the Canadian Aboriginal music awards. He is nominated to CCMA 2007 for The Chevy Rising Star award. 

His new CD entitled, What it Takes, includes 12 songs in which he was involved in writing all of them with some help from Canada's country music super star, Gil Grand and a few others. Song titles include: Country Calling Me, Old Man Thibodeaux, Postmarked Heaven, Father Time, Backyard Swing, Someone More Lonesome, What It Takes, Cold Virginia Rain, Belly Up, What She Left Me For, Dancing Fool and Funky Two Step. The song Father Time, is now charting on the Canadian Music Charts. 

Many musicians helped Donny with music on the CD including Jo'el Sonnier on the accordion. Steve Fox joined Donny in producing the album. 

This CD is absolutely the top country CD received by Atlantic Seabreeze in 2007 thus far, and rates the CD with 5 out of 5 stars.
